History: In 1896 the
explorer Henri d’Orleans
said the wild Lisu constantly
raided the Lama and took
them as slaves.* Today,
Lama villages in Bijiang
retain vestiges of a
patriarchal clan system. Ten
clans were located in ten
different villages where each
had communal land.
According to a 1953 survey,
“a landlord economy had
emerged in Bijiang County,
with an increasing number
of land sales, mortgages,

Christianity: Today there are
believed to be a small
number of Catholic believers
among the Lama in China.
The first Catholic
missionaries in the Lama
region were sent out by the
Paris Foreign Missionary
Society in the late 1800s.
Father Jen Anshou
established a work at Bai
Halo. Most Catholic
churches in China are not
plagued by the idolatry that
is often a feature of
Catholicism in other
countries. A Protestant
mission book in the 1920s
went as far as to state: “Go
where you will in China,
enter their churches when
you will, and you will almost
invariably find someone at
prayer. Or again, if you are
passing a little country
church at the hour of its
daily mass, you will find on
any week day a goodly few
from the village gathered
there for worship.””
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
